he forecast for the first year of the Alabama Board of Court Reporting (ABCR) promises to be exciting. Good
things come to those who wait, and now the wait is over! You have worked hard through your Association to
elevate your profession by establishing this Board. Congratulations on this first step and tremendous accomplish-
ment.

The Alabama Board of Court Reporting is enabled by Act #2006-200. This Act dictates that the first official Board
meeting will be held in January of 2007. During the first meeting of the Board, the Board will take their Oath of Office
and begin the process of implementing Rules and Regulations. The Rules and Regulations will basically be a more
detailed description of the Boardds statutory authority including the specific process for grandfathering and initial licen-
sure for court reporters. Once these steps are defined by the Rules and Regulations, the Board will adopt Application
Forms to complete the licensure process. The timeline for accomplishing these tasks is February 2007 when the
Rules and Regulations will become effective and authorizing the Board to act on applications. (The Administrative
Procedures Act requires a minimum of 35 days to advertise proposed Rules and Regulations.)

The ABCR is currently developing a website that will have information updates as they become available. Please check
this website located at www.abcr.alabama.gov periodically for more detailed information in the future. All forms and
Rules and Regulations will also be posted on this site upon adoption for your convenience in acquiring licensure.

In addition to website development, the Board is working to become established in Alabama government by setting
up budgets and plans for the future; acquiring a full complement of Board members; seeking legal counsel from the
Attorney Generalds Office; and researching rules and regulations and forms.

Initial applications for licensure are estimated at 1,000 individuals. Applications will be processed in order of receipt,
and Board staff will be working diligently to issue licenses as quickly as possible while maintaining a thorough review
of files in order to ensure that qualified practitioners enter the profession. 16m looking forward to working with your
profession during this important stage of genesis. Now, letds take these steps together toward licensure in the State of
Alabama.

that will hopefully make any payments that you send to ACRA for conferences or dues speed
through the system a little quicker. At times there has been a substantial delay between the
time members write checks and when their check has been deposited. | know that this has
caused anxiety for some of you, wondering if your check was received and/or if your mem-
bership was still valid.

The following suggestions are very simple and will help tremendously:

1. In the memo line of your check, please write what your payment is for. Example: 2007 Midwinter Conference;
2007-2008 membership dues; raffle tickets.

2. If your spouse or parent or freelance firm is graciously paying for your dues or conference registration and is using
a company check that doesnét have your specific name on it anywhere, please note the name of the member that the
check is for and what the payment is for. There have been checks sent in the past from companies for $100, with
absolutely no note of who/what this payment pertains to. This requires a lot of time calling and emailing to find out
who/what this payment is for.

3. If you pay using PayPal, please note in your payment transaction what this payment is for. Sometimes payments
are received that were intended for one-day conference registration @ $100 or for dues @ $100, but with no specific
designation.

4. When you send in a payment by
check, please send your application (251) 476-0685
form in with it.

will be allowed a fee of $3.25 per page for the preparation
of the original electronic impression of the transcript of
the proceeding. For providing the defendant an additional
paper copy of the original impression of the transcript in
criminal cases, the court reporter will be allowed a fee of
50 cents per page.o

I hope this will clear up any confusion reporters may have
about the page rates and the number of copies that go along
with E-filing.
